Elementary. One way we do this is through practicing 10 safety drills NV
each year. These drills include fire, severe weather, and lockdown ~ A
drills. The purpose of a lockdown drill is not to scare children or cause (fd L(r\zé-/\/
them to worry but fo prepare them for an emergency situation where <

they may need to go to an area of a locked classroom and make it
appear as though the room is unoccupied.

The drill will fake place on November 24th in the morning. During the drill, no visitors
will be allowed to enter the building. We will have people at the front doors to help with
emergencies only. We may not be available to take telephone calls for a short time. All
students will remain in the classroom. The idea is to help children know what to do to be safe
in an emergency.

Please take a few moments to discuss the purpose and the importance of practicing a
lockdown with your child to properly prepare them for the drill.

Steps for Parents to Protect Your Family from the Flu

The Centers for Disease Control recommendations for staying healthy during flu season:

» Practice good hand hygiene by washing your hands often with soap and water, especially
after coughing or sneezing. Alcohol based hand sanitizers are also effective.

o Cover your mouth and nose with a tissue when you cough and sneeze. If you don't have a
tissue, cough or sneeze into your elbow or shoulder; not into your hands.

o Stay home if you or your child is sick for at least 24 hours after there is no longer flu
symptoms (fever, cough, etc.) or signs of symptoms (without the use of fever-reducing
medicine.) Keeping sick students home may limit the spread of the flu virus.
